Technology:


	Venn diagram sheets, copies of the article

	Differentiation:


	All students in the small group will work together with the support of the teacher.  After each paragraph, the teacher/students will summarize the main ideas of the text.  The Venn diagram sheet will include a word bank of a few phrase and ideas from the article to help the students get started.


	Introduction:


	Today we are going to be practicing how to compare and contrast information.  We are going to read an article about the history of toys, and then compare and contrast toys from the past and toys today.

	Anticipatory Set: (Background knowledge)


	Can anybody tell me what compare means? (Look for similarities.) What does contrast mean?  (Look for differences).  This is a Venn diagram.  Who can tell me what these circles are for? (Discuss the function of the Venn diagram with the group).  Good.  First, let’s read and then we will complete the Venn diagram.


Lesson Procedure   (The following three categories occur simultaneously)
	Instruction
	Modeling
	Checking for Understanding

	1.  Define and discuss the concept of compare and contrast.
2. Give each student a copy of the article and have them take turns reading aloud.  After each paragraph, check for understanding.
3. Give each student a copy of the Venn diagram sheet.  Review/explain the function of the circles on the Venn diagram.
	1. Model good reading skills through read aloud and think aloud techniques.
2. Model how to use the Venn diagram.

	1. Check student comprehension during reading with questions and summary.
2. Observe student work on Venn diagram.


	Guided Practice
	Students will read the article as a group, checking for comprehension along the way.  Students will begin the Venn diagram, and place the ideas and phrase provided in the word bank into the diagram.


	Independent Practice:  


	Students will complete Venn diagrams using additional ideas from the article.

	Closure:

	Review Venn diagrams as a group.
Each student should verbally share at least one thing they learned about how toys of the past are different than toys today.  Discuss higher order questions as time allows.

	Self Reflection:


	How do I know learning took place?  How can I use this learning in future lessons to reinforce learning? What can I change to improve this lesson in the future?
