	*SWBAT read and summarize part of an Egyptian Myth with their group.
* SWBAT complete a Venn Diagram.

	Assessment Plan:

(Formative and/or Summative)
	Teacher observation.  Teacher listens to groups discuss the myth and story.  Teacher checks the Venn Diagrams for at least 2 similarities and 4 differences. 
As an exit slip, students will make a list of 5 characteristics of an Egyptian Deity.

	Materials/

Technology:


	Copies of the myth, Copies of the Venn Diagram template, PowerPoint, Note cards with topics and characters to be placed in the Venn Diagram, big circles (Hula Hoops).

	Differentiation:


	Students will have small group/partner support.  The Students will Jigsaw the article with their tables.
Student JC, H, O, and S will be paired with higher level readers to give them extra support.

Students JC and H will only be required to list 2 similarities and 2 differences on their Venn Diagrams.


	Introduction:


	Today we are going to read a story about Egyptian gods and goddesses.  And for an exit slip, you will make a list of some characteristics of a god or goddess in the story.  We are going to use a Venn Diagram to help us compare the characters and themes of the myth.


	Anticipatory Set: (Background knowledge)


	For your bell work, write down three things that you already know about Egyptian religion. 
Talk about the Egyptian religion, the divine family tree.  Describe the genre of myth and basic themes in the myth.  Set up the story and go over vocabulary on the Power Point.



Lesson Procedure   (The following three categories occur simultaneously)

	Instruction
	Modeling
	Checking for Understanding

	1. Introduction PowerPoint
The PowerPoint will build on students’ background information about Egypt.  Talk about the elements of narrative that will be essential to the objectives: myth (as a genre), characters, and themes.  
2. Go over vocabulary
Using the PowerPoint, discus key vocabulary that students will encounter in the reading.
3. Show Divine Family Tree

Use the visual of the Divine Family Tree to clarify the complex relationships between characters in the story.
	1. Model Good Reading Strategies

Preview the reading, by looking at the subheadings. 

The teacher will ask questions and check comprehension at each subheading break.
Students will summarize with their group and the class the main story line at each subheading break.

2. Model the Venn Diagram
The teacher will demonstrate the big Venn Diagram and coach students through the example using the themes of love and anger.  Students will participate in the example before complete a Venn Diagram in their groups.

	1. Teacher Observation
The teacher will question students and listen to reading and group discussion throughout offering correction and direction where needed.

2. Venn Diagrams
Students will, with the support of their groups, complete a Venn Diagram comparing Set and Osiris in the myth.  Teacher will check and assist as needed.

3. Exit Slips
Students will choose a god or goddess of their choice from the myth, and list 5 characteristics of that character as seen in the story.  Teacher will check the exit slips before students leave.


	Guided Practice


	The students will jigsaw the myth.  We will read the introduction together, and then each group will read their part and summarize the plot.  We will read the conclusion together.  

Using a big Venn diagram, the whole class will practice comparing and contrasting the themes of love and anger in the myth.

	Independent Practice:  


	At their tables but working independently, students will complete a Venn Diagram comparing and contrasting two of the characters (Set and Osiris) in the myth.

	Closure:

	Students will list 5 characteristics of Egyptian god or goddess of their choice from the myth as an exit slip.  After they have written down their answers, the teacher will ask several students to share their characteristics and comparisons.
Review the objectives.  Did we accomplish our goals for the class?



	Self Reflection:


	Were all the students engaged?  How do I know? 
By looking at the exit slips, do I believe the students were able to construct an accurate picture of Egyptian deities from the details in the story?  If not, we will follow up in the next lesson with a character map to create a profile of some of the primary Egyptian gods and goddesses.  

How can I follow up on the skills they have learned and practiced in this lesson to equip them to become more critical readers?
